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The Burial and Cremation (Scotland) Bill will modernise

and update 100-year-old legislation – introducing a

definition of ashes, standardising forms and record-keeping

across Scotland, clarifying the process for instructing the

disposal of human remains (including pregnancy loss) and

placing a duty on burial authorities to maintain the safety of

burial grounds.

It also contains provisions to give Scottish Ministers the

powers to introduce a licensing scheme for funeral directors.

The Bill takes forward recommendations from the Infant

Cremation Commission chaired by Lord Bonomy, which

was set up following concerns about the historical

mishandling and disposal of infant remains. The Bill also

gives effect to those recommendations made by the Burial

and Cremation Review Group not already implemented in

the Certification of Death (Scotland) Act 2011.

Public Health Minister Maureen Watt said: ‘The new

legislation will bring important and much-needed changes

to burial and cremation processes – helping to ensure that

they are easy to understand, reliable and fit-for-purpose.

‘It will create a legislative framework for burial and

cremation that will meet the needs of the 21st Century

Scotland and address the shortcomings

in the current system.

‘While the Bill’s passage has

been marked by broad

agreement on the Bill’s

key provisions, and the

need for new legislation,

there is no doubt that

the Bill has been

strengthened by the

parliamentary process.

‘I’d like to thank all

those people who gave

such valuable evidence on

the Bill, particularly those

affected parents who have

made such an important contribution

throughout this whole process. 

‘Over 100 amendments have been made by this

Government based on much of the evidence given at the

Committee stage – ensuring these new laws work for

everyone who will be affected by them.

‘In particular, I’m proud that this Government has

legislated to prevent any repetition of the issues around the

handling of infant remains identified first at Mortonhall

Crematorium in Edinburgh. The new processes and

increased scrutiny introduced by this Bill will ensure those

mistakes can never happen again.’

In line with the recommendations from the Infant

Cremation Commission, the Burial and Cremation

(Scotland) Bill will:

● Introduce a legal definition of ‘ashes’.

● Require the relevant authorities, including health

authorities, to keep burial and cremation records

indefinitely and ensure that details of the burial and

cremation of pregnancy losses and stillborn babies are

recorded.

● Strengthen the application process for cremation,

requiring the applicant to clearly specify what should be

done with ashes and also requiring cremation authorities

to record details of cremations on a central register.

The new legislation will also modernise and improve the

administrative procedures surrounding adult cremation.

It also contains measures to give Scottish Ministers the

powers to formally regulate the funeral industry – including

making provision for the introduction of a licensing scheme

for funeral directors. 

The Government will also supplement the existing role

of Inspector of Crematoria by establishing two new

inspector roles for burial authorities and funeral directors.

Burial authorities, such as local councils, will also be

given the power to carry out activities considered necessary

for the upkeep and management of burial grounds –

including maintaining and repairing headstones and

memorials to make them safe. The Bill will make it a legal

requirement for burial authorities to ensure the safety of

burial grounds.

The Bill will also regulate private burials (i.e. burials at

home or in a private family burial ground) and introduce

measures to address the issue of pressure on available

burial land in Scotland.                                  ■

Legislation to modernise the governance and scrutiny of burial and cremation has been passed by the 

Scottish Parliament.
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Traditionally, Hindu women do not visit a crematorium

for the final rituals of their loved ones. But in the southern

Indian city of Chennai, a 34-year-old woman has been

managing one of the city’s oldest and busiest cremation

grounds. Praveena Soloman discusses her unusual

career choice with the BBC’s Geeta Pandey.

It’s mid-morning and the Valankadu Crematorium in the

Anna Nagar district is a hive of activity. Ms Soloman, the

administrator, is a picture of efficiency as she checks the

arrangements one last time before the next body arrives. 

Minutes before noon, a sombre funeral procession

reaches the crematorium. A man of 88 from a nearby area

has died and his family has brought his body to perform his

last rites. 

At the gates, the procession is met by N Manikandan

who ushers the mourners in, hitting a brass plate with a

gong and blowing a conch shell to announce their arrival.

Ms Soloman steps out of her office to meet them, the

procession is led up a flight of steps to a hall where the

wooden pyre is laid on the floor.

As a priest chants mantras, a male relative of the

deceased performs the last rites before the body is taken

up to be burned in a gas-fired furnace.

It will take nearly two hours for the body to completely

burn, Ms Soloman tells the family, and goes back to her

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office to complete the paperwork for them. 

‘Tamil Nadu has a high literacy rate, 90% of women here

are literate, but still there are lots of limitations and barriers

for them,’ she tells me.

As the body is consigned to flames and we sit talking, 

Mr Manikandan begins to sing the Shivapuranam, a

haunting melody invoking the Hindu god Shiva, ‘informing

him that this mortal will be arriving at his feet soon’.

A crematorium is not really a happy place and although

women are not expressly banned from attending, they have

always been discouraged from being present.

The explanation often has been that it is for their own

wellbeing - since women are ‘softer and weaker’ and may

be traumatised by the death rituals.

So when Ms Soloman, a mother of two and English

literature graduate from Madras University, took up the job

two-and-a-half years ago, it didn’t go down well with many.

‘Not everyone was okay with a woman working here.

Some teased us, some passed filthy remarks. Some even

questioned what type of a woman would come and work

here. They said we must be bad people and that was very

hurtful,’ she told the BBC. 

Then there were people who were dependent on the

cremation ground for their living and thought that they

would lose their jobs. ‘So they threatened to throw acid in

my face,’ she says. 

The first three months were the toughest, when even a

tiny sound would make her jump. ‘But slowly they realised

that we were not there to take away their jobs and things

have changed.’

The opportunity had come her way when the Indian

Community Welfare Organisation, the NGO she had been

working with for 12 years, won the contract to run the 120-

year-old Valankadu crematorium. 

Long neglected, the cremation ground had become a

dumping ground for rubbish and groups of men assembled

there every night to drink.

‘We thought we would make it a safe place for women

and girls to come and spend the last moments with their

loved ones. We wanted to create a calm and healing place,’

says ICWO chief A J Hariharan.

‘So we asked all our senior women staff who would like

to take up the challenge. Only two women volunteered and

Ms Soloman became the first to be appointed to run a

crematorium in Chennai.’ And she hit the ground running -

on her first day at work, she supervised seven cremations. 

‘It was overwhelming,’ she says. ‘Every time there was

a cremation, I would also cry with the mourners. It took me

a lot of time to overcome that, to not cry when I saw other

people crying.’

Since taking over, Ms Soloman has worked hard to

secure the place - building a boundary wall around the four

and a half acre grounds and installing security cameras,

ensuring the place is well lit up at night. It also now has

clean toilets, rubbish bins, and brightly coloured benches

and dozens of trees and pot plants have been brought in to

make the area more attractive. 

‘Now people say it looks like a park,’ she says, visibly

pleased. 

Her unusual career choice did surprise her family but,

she says, they were very supportive. ‘When I told my

husband, his first question was: “Can you do it?” He said

managing a crematorium was not easy, it’s a male

dominated space. I told him I’ll give it a try and if I don’t

succeed, I’ll look at plan B. He agreed.’ Thankfully the need

for that did not arise. And for her effort, she has found

acceptance - even praise.

Priest Irushankar Narayanan says he is ‘very proud’ of

Ms Soloman. ‘She is doing a wonderful job. Before she

came, the toilets were filthy. Now they are so clean you can

eat a meal there.’

The visitors too appreciate her presence. Janasi
