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Rural Angus residents have won a 16-month planning fight to stop a crematorium being
built on their doorstep. Angus Council officials said the plan for the Duntrune site breached
local, regional and national planning policy, whilst local objectors spent £3,500 fighting the
proposal. Angus farming firm F M & G Batchelor wanted to build the crematorium, car park
and memorial garden on nearly two hectares of farmland east of Duntrune House, near
Murroes. The proposal drew more than 700 objections, 450 of which were people who lived
within a mile-and-a-half of the site. Opponents of the scheme have also suggested the area
is already adequately served by crematoria in Dundee and at Parkgrove, Friockheim. Angus
officials also considered that the scheme would have resulted in an “unsustainable pattern
of travel and development” and that its location would have put a reliance on mourners
using private cars because of poor public transport links. The family firm behind the idea
has yet to comment on the refusal decision, but it remains open for them to appeal. For
more details on this story, please visit The Courier website.




Refurbishment works at Lincoln crematorium have now been completed after a £2.5
million investment to increase capacity and enable more tailored services at the site.
Plans were first given the green light for refurbishment in 2019 to make the site more
welcoming,  as well as doubling capacity with the construction of a second chapel.
There has also been an upgrade to the back of house areas of the main building,
including the committal areas, and the inclusion of two new cremators along with a new
85-space car park. Cllr Bob Bushell Portfolio Holder for Remarkable Place at City of
Lincoln Council said: “Investment into Lincoln Crematorium has been important to
ensure this site is kept up to date and at a high standard for families to say goodbye to
their loved ones. By doubling the capacity of the site, we are future-proofing the facility,
preparing for an increase in demand as both the city and its surrounding villages
continue to expand.”

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Great Glen Crematorium has celebrated the third anniversary of a Shiva shrine installed
at its site to serve local Hindu and Sikh families. Great Glen Crematorium is believed to
be the first in the UK to have installed a dedicated shrine to Shiva and three years on, the
team reflected on the positive impact it has had serving the needs of the diverse local
community. Site Manager Harvey Watson said: "We have seen families bring their loved
ones to us on their final journey from all over the country". Great Glen Crematorium is
part of Westerleigh Group, the UK's largest owner and operator of crematoria and
cemeteries, with 36 sites in England, Scotland, and Wales. Shiva is the third god in the
Hindu triumvirate, and the statue at Great Glen Crematorium has had a roof placed over
it to offer shelter to those who visit it to offer their prayers. The statue is significant to
the local community, as it is said that Lord Shiva is an inhabitant of the cremation
ground. Hindu and Sikh families can have an open coffin ceremony and say a final
goodbye to their loved ones before the short committal service in Great Glen's chapel
before the cremation takes place. Great Glen Crematorium opened in 2017 within 30
acres of landscaped grounds and gardens. For more details on this story, please visit the
inyourarea.co.uk website.

Plans to build a new crematorium off the A414/Maldon Road near Woodham Mortimer
have been given a boost after funeral directors expressed their support for the proposals.
The proposed Maldon Fields crematorium would provide a cremation service and garden
of remembrance, enabling families living in and around the district to avoid longer
journeys to Chelmsford, Basildon or Colchester. Funeral director Paul King wrote: "A new
facility will finally allow families to have the service they crave without delay and within a
dignified, peaceful setting.” His views were echoed by Saul Hunnaball, director of the
Hunnaball Family Funeral Group who stated: "Chelmsford crematorium suffers from being
quite busy, holding many more funerals than its original design. A new, more accessible
crematorium would greatly improve this situation, allowing a more dignified service to
take place without the sense of being the next one in line."  To read the full article, please
visit the Maldon Standard's website.

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The overall cost of a scheme to modernise Bradford's crematoria will cost almost
£7million more than originally budgeted. Announced in November 2016, Bradford
Council's Bereavement Strategy included a major refurbishment of Oakworth
Crematorium and two new crematoria created to replace existing, ageing facilities. A
new crematorium at Long Lane in Heaton would replace the existing facility at Nab
Wood, and a new facility at Shetcliffe Lane, Bierley, would replace the Scholemoor
Crematorium. Originally all three projects were projected to cost £23m, but that has
now rocketed to £29.7m. "Volatility in the construction market" has been blamed for
the rising costs. Councillor Sarah Ferriby, Bradford Council’s Executive Member for
Healthy People and Places, said: "Like many other significant building projects around
the country there are well-documented pressures in the construction industry around
staff and materials. This is something that we are fully aware of and are continuing to
monitor and respond to closely". For more information regarding this story, please visit
the Telegraph and Argus article. 

Significant refurbishment to the public areas at Poole Crematorium is due to begin soon
with BCP Council’s investment in the site seeing notable improvements to the ceremony
room and cloisters, the construction of a new covered external waiting area, plus renovation
of the reception and waiting room. Other improvements include the creation of a new Book
of Remembrance private viewing room, the addition of a wildlife-inspired mural by a local
artist and a new outside floral wreath court. As a result, Poole Crematorium will be
temporarily closed from 14th March 2022 for 22 weeks, with the crematorium scheduled to
re-open at the end of August 2022 and services resuming from the first week of September.
These enhancements form part of the BCP Bereavement Care ‘Phase 1’ business plan
approved by Cabinet. Councillor Mark Anderson, Portfolio Holder for Environment and Place
said: “The experience of many bereaved people throughout the pandemic has shown just
how important the right time and space needed to grieve is, so these vital refurbishments at
Poole Crematorium will make a real difference to residents in their times of grief". For the full
article, please visit the Dorset Eye website.

Update on 'Coronavirus Act – Death certification and cremation forms after the
Coronavirus Act expires'

The Coronavirus Act 2020, which introduced easements to death certification
processes and cremation forms in England and Wales, expires at midnight on 24th
March 2022. Some changes have been retained on a permanent basis through other
measures, and other processes revert to previous practice.

The following provisions are continuing after 24th March 2022:

• The period before death within which a doctor completing a Medical Certificate of
Cause of Death (MCCD) must have seen a deceased patient will remain 28 days (prior
to the coronavirus pandemic, the limit was 14 days).
• It will still be acceptable for medical practitioners to send MCCDs to registrars
electronically.
• The government’s intention is that the form Cremation 5 will not be re-introduced
after the Coronavirus Act expires.

The following emergency provisions are changing with the expiry of the Act:

• The provision temporarily allowing any medical practitioner to complete the MCCD,
introduced as a temporary measure by the Coronavirus Act, will be discontinued.
• Informants will have to register deaths in person, not remotely.
